Provisional Programme
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Friday 4 September

14:00 hours: Gather in the Beaujolais region and check into Château de Longsard, Arnas.

This 13th century château in the heart of the Beaujolais vineyards has shaded walks and a French-style garden surrounded by vines.  Everything has been thought of here for your pleasure and relaxation and you will be welcomed in a warm and family atmosphere.
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Created in 2008, the rooms and suites are arranged over a wing of the Château and offer a charming décor with all modern comforts.

The Château has double rooms (one large bed or two singles) and two-roomed apartments with shared bathrooms which can together welcome up to 29 people.

The castle has a huge meeting room which will be made reserved for the Saturday conference.

Departure for an afternoon to discover the “Golden Stones” of Beaujolais by coach accompanied by a guide.
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You will discover all the beauty and diversity of the countryside of the south of the Beaujolais region and the “Golden Stones” region, whose yellow ochre stone reflects the sunlight beautifully.

Stop in the medieval village of Oingt, ranked among the most beautiful villages in France.

Visit to the charming cloister of Salles Arbuissonnas, dating from the 12th century, before a stop in the typical village of Vaux en Beaujolais, better known under the name of “Clochemerle”.  It inspired Gabriel Chevalier to write for his famous novel with its amusing personalities.

The visit will terminate with a wine tasting.

Subsequently, transport to the Domaine Baron de l’Ecluse, situated on the slopes of Mont Brouilly, where Chantal Pégaz will welcome you for a convivial dinner in the atmosphere of the wine harvest.

Among the themes which will be tackled are the new provisions concerning the technical file for wines and their introduction in the different regions of production, the history of the negotiations leading to the adoption of the new CMO, the impact of the new regulation on labelling and the consequences of the new regulation in the Italian and Spanish markets. 


Optional for accompanying persons: 

Excursion on the Fine Wine Route of Beaujolais (not private). 
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This excursion will take you on a discovery of the fine wines of Beaujolais: Saint Amour, Juliénas, Fleurie, Chiroubles, Morgon, Moulin à Vent … these are the villages or charming hamlets. In peaceful countryside divided by the rigorous geometry of the vines.  Each hill has its own surprises in terms of a manor house or a chapel and each turning in the road reveals an unexpected panorama.  The villages nestle in beautiful countryside which in autumn has colours of gold and purple.  In certain places, bell towers offer a fantastic view of the slopes and even as far as Mont Blanc.

Visit to Beaujeu, former capital of Beaujolais, then visit to a local wine grower to discover his estate and his work, with a tasting in his cellar.
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In the evening, gala dinner at the restaurant Le Cep à Fleurie.  In the heart of Beaujolais, this famous little inn allows you to discover the very best of a rich regional cuisine.  Beaujolais, the Bresse, and the Valley of the Saône can all be found in the menu.  An unmissable gourmet stop in this wine region and one which has a Michelin star.

Night in the Château de Longsard.

Sunday 6 September
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Breakfast.

Optional: 

Visit to the Duboeuf Village, an original living “oenoparc” which projects the visitor through the history of wine and vines over 30,000 square metres and 25 exhibition rooms.  As the season is right, you will equally be able to see a magnificent garden which gives you all the scents linked to wine flavours.  The visit will end with a tasting in the impressive tasting room.

Lunch in the village before your departure.
