You can reach Trier by the following autobahns:
- A 1 from the direction of Saarbrücken (about 1 hour by car)
- A 1 from the direction of Kaiserlautern (about 1 hour & 15 minutes by car)
- A 1/A 48 from the direction of Coblenz (about 1-hour & 15 minutes by car)
- A 1/A 48 from the direction of Cologne (about 2 hours by car)
- A 64 from the direction of Luxembourg (about 45 minutes by car)

The following national highways lead to Trier:
- through the Eifel: B 51 from the direction of Prüm/Bitburg
- along the Saar: B 51 from the direction of Saarbrücken
- Moselle Wine Road: B 49/B 53 from the direction of Cochem/Bernkastel-Kues
- Hunsrück Highway: B 327/B 52 from the direction of Hunsrück
- along the Moselle: B 419/B 51 from the direction of France/Luxembourg

Cologne/Bonn Airport:
about 2 hours by car, about 3 hours by train with hourly InterCity connections via Coblenz.
